Conservation Group Praises Work to Protect Nevada’s Environment

[RENO]: The Toiyabe Chapter of the Sierra Club today announced the Chapter’s endorsement of Washoe County Commissioner Kitty Jung in the 2010 General Election. Commissioner Jung is running for election to her first four-year term in District 3. She was appointed to fill a vacancy on the Commission by Gov. Jim Gibbons and subsequently was elected to the remainder of the unexpired term.
“I am very pleased to recognize the strong pro-environment voting record Commissioner Jung has compiled,” said Toiyabe Chapter vice chair and former Washoe County Commissioner Jean Stoess.

Commissioner Jung said she is committed to reducing Washoe County’s carbon footprint and has directed staff to develop a regional green team partnering with the Cities of Reno and Sparks and the Washoe County School District. And at her direction, Washoe County has completed a Greenhouse Gas Emissions Inventory, which is a major milestone toward creating an emissions reduction target and action plan. She also created a new policy forbidding the use of tax dollars to purchase bottled water due to the excessive petroleum required to produce the bottles and as an acknowledgement of the quality of water enjoyed in the Truckee Meadows.

Jung said she is a champion for preserving our resources and sustaining our future, and she considers all Washoe County policies with a green perspective. For example, at her urging, garbage companies are required to direct at least 35% of the materials collected from the waste stream to the recycling industry. Commissioner Jung believes in the necessity to transform the region’s ability to be leaders in green living and the green economy.

“Washoe County citizens can have confidence that their ‘Green Commissioner’ will continue to fight for a green Washoe County. We look forward to a victory party for the environment on election night and to many more years of these proven leaders fighting for the environment,” said Stoess.
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
